I just wanted to let you know that I stopped to see Mr. Barsi after yesterday’s blast. I had reviewed the monitoring from 10/02 and told him he was correct that it was a stronger blast than usual. The Quarry Supervisor explained they had scheduled the shot with the expectation that cloud cover would clear but it was still hanging overhead, and they also had some material at the toe of the face which had less cover so that also created additional vibration. It was still under the recommended limits, but they should be backing off a bit going forward. Mr. Barsi seemed to appreciate the acknowledgement. I’ll note this all in the complaint log for October.
